	City Council Report- Jacki Marsh
	Many local agencies in addition to HNS help provide relief and assistance to the needy.  Lions Club helps with glasses; Volunteers of America help with home repairs. Lens Crafters in Centerra will help with glasses also. Catholic Charities is a kind of clearing house for all these assistance programs that are available.

            Phoebe mentioned HCBS which helps people stay in their home rather than at a                  nursing home (Home & Community Based Services)         

            Run through Medicaid.
Landfill will be full by 2025.  How do we extend the life or build a new one. How do we increase the recycling? 
There is a company looking at traffic flow through Loveland to see about easing the burden on US 34.

Hwy 402 is the alternate east and west route and will be expanding, especially commercially in the coming years. 

How do people feel about the city providing broadband service? If the city does it, everybody would have high speed internet. This would be extremely beneficial to students. The city can look 20-30 years out, rather than a private business, which needs a profit quickly, so city supplied services would cost less. Chattanooga Teen. received a huge Federal grant for their broadband.  If we have a vote, only those really opposed or really pro will vote.  Fort Collins vote had a large negative media campaign.
Unified Development code upcoming, Nuisance and abatement of dangerous buildings also upcoming.
