	Last night City Council authorized a study of the broadband  proposals- should take 3-4 months.   There is a lot of cooperation with other cities in the area on homelessness, a regional problem, so cities & counties should be able to work together. There will be 6 theaters with food service – run by Mertolux. There will be an Imax at the Brands – both sides of I25 just south of the Ranch. It is owned by the Martin Lind, who owns the Eagles hockey team.  He plans to have gondolas cross the interstate. CDOT likes the idea.  

Today is the opening of the Loveland Tap House – owned by the people  who own Mo’ Betta Gumbo. It is on 5th Street.
Carmen asked if voter approval was necessary for broadband, and Jacki said it is not necessary. Money could be raised by mini bonds which pay 4.5 percent tax free.  Jacki said if 32% of the population sign up, for service the debt would be paid in 14 years.
